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Q: Why do we order costumes so early? 

A: Many costume companies receive orders for 

costumes from multiple  studios at the same 

time, so we order costumes this early in the year 

to ensure that our order is processed and  

delivered before the recital.   

 

Q: How do I measure girth? 

A: To measure girth, start the measuring tape at 

the top of your child’s shoulder, drape it down 

the front of his/her body, through your child’s 

legs, back up his/her back to meet at the  

shoulder again.  

 

Q: When & how should I pay for my child’s         

costume? 

A: This year parents can either pay by check or 

by credit card.  If you choose to pay by check, 

please include a check for $65 per costume for 

girl’s XS-LG Child or $70 per costume for  girl’s 

XLG Child - LG Adult. If you are paying by card 

you must purchase  costumes at the dance store 

during regular store hours. The form and the 

money is due by  November 1st.  Please  

remember that any form and check received  

after the 1st will be charged a $25 late fee.
